How they serve the community: 

 Home Delivered Meals:  Offer  the only alternative to the government Meals on Wheels 

program, which carries a long wait list. 

Philips Lifeline Medical Alert: Allows seniors to remain safe at home and obtain help at 

the touch of a button.  Philips new Lifeline with AutoAlert even has a button that 

can detect falls and calls automatically for help! 

Philips Medication Dispensing Service:  A monitored machine that loads up to 60 

doses of medications, calls out when it’s time for medications and calls caregivers if 

doses are missed. 

Non-Medical Home Care:  Provides in home personal care, help with bathing, dressing, 

light housekeeping, errands, etc. 

Transportation:  A caring program, driven by volunteers who can provide an escort to 

doctor’s appointments, the beauty salon, or other errands. 

AgingWELL newspaper:  Quarterly community newspaper which is mailed to clients 

and can be picked up at the St. Matthews Eline Library, SCE office and other locations 

around town.  Subscriptions are available. 

Consultations and referrals:  Experienced social worker can work with families to 

develop options for seniors.
