Effective July 1, 2011, Lyndon Fire & Rescue will initiate 

a cost recovery program which is intended to generate 

additional revenue for the department. The funding will 

assist the department in balancing its budget & 

maintaining its current service levels.

-2012 & labor costs account for 86% of that budget. For 

the 3rd year in a row it does not include a cost of living 

allowance for employees. “We are starting to run out of 

options financially.
