| was able to secure $155,000 in
the metro budget for the paving of
Lyndon Lane from Shelbyville Road
to New LaGrange Road. Metro Public
Works is hopeful that the project
will be completed prior to the end of
the calendar year, but please keep in
mind these construction schedules
are subject to many factors that are
out of our control. | am also working
with Mayor Hagan and the City of
Lyndon to address the chipping paint
and unsightliness of the Lyndon Lane
bridge near Wood Road. Metro public
works is currently exploring options
to remove the chipping paint and
address the issue. Finally, one of the
biggest issues we typically hear from

residents is the problem with speeding
on neighborhood roads. Last year my
office purchased a portable smart
radar machine for LMPD to use within
District 18. This has been a great tool
for the police to not only help slow
people down, butalso to providedatato
our officers helping to more efficiently
direct police resources to problem
areas where they can write tickets. If
you notice an area where speeding is
a persistent problem, please contact
me at Marilyn.Parker@louisvilleky.
